Supplied parts required for re-installation

· Stylus pressure gauge
(white plastic instrument with metal tip)
· Hexagonal key

Place counterweight (4) halfway along the counterweight support rod at rear of arm, being sure to have the securing screw uppermost.

With the power off, and the platter static, place the Stylus pressure gauge onto the platter (minus felt matt), with metal tip facing but NOT over centre spindle and carefully place the tip of stylus on point marked 15 (this represents 15mN or 1.5 grams pressure).If the stylus gauge becomes level, then the correct pressure has been achieved. However if the there is insufficient or excessive pressure the gauge will either not move or tilt down.
To adjust the amount of pressure carefully move the counterweight along the support rod until the stylus pressure is sufficient to raise the pressure gauge to the level position. Moving the weight towards the cartridge will reduce pressure and away will increase pressure.
Finally secure the counterweight using hexagonal key provided.

Please note: It is advised to remove stylus tip from gauge whilst making adjustments to avoid damage to stylus.
